1. Opening Prayer

Recite the Difference Maker’s Prayer

Father, give me a heart that:

• Gracefully gives and receives forgiveness.

• Demonstrates a commitment to a Spirit-filled expression of my gifts. 
• Faithfully avoids that which distracts me from obeying You. 
• Humbly embraces a kingdom mindset.  
• Values making disciples that multiply. 

 
Holy Spirit, develop a heart in me that: 

• Values being guided by the Word of God. 
• Is dependent on the power of prayer. 
• Gratefully grows in generosity.  
• Passionately worships the fullness of God.   

  
Father, with Christlikeness as my goal and the Holy Spirit as my Guide, knit my heart with 
Yours. Fill my heart with Your love for all people.  In Jesus’ Name, Amen.”

He opened up 
touching on this week’s election, noting how things around the nation will be changing in the 
near future. This particular message focuses on UPWARD SUBMISSION: our ability to 
biblically love those who vote different is directly proportionate to how much we are spiritually 
surrendered to God: 

1.  I surrender my WILL to do His will. James 4:1-3; Luke 22:39-42 
2. I surrender my RIGHTS to walk in His rights.  Philippians 2:5-8; Colossians 3:1-4  
3. I surrender my FUTURE to gain His future. Romans 8:26-28
