1. Opening Prayer

Pastor Miles wrapped up his current series on “Red or Blue — What Would Jesus Do?”” He began
talking about the election and how people are now showing their true colors. People who say, “I
believe in Jesus,” believe in the Bible, and claim He is the Savior, should be more comfortable
with people who share similar faith but separate political views, versus those who have a similar
political view but different faith. And it’s proven at this time by how we love people who don’t
vote like us. To love those who don’t vote like you, LABEL everyone your neighbor,
PRIORITIZE the expansion of God’s Kingdom, not man’s empire, and PLACE the needs of the
other person first. Our faith, not political view, needs to be what unites us together.
