3. Gods voice is consistent. (Heb 13:8) He will whisper to you over and over until you get it. God is also 
patient to wait for the response He is looking for. (James 1:3-4). Is God speaking to you today? Is there 
something that you know you should be doing and are not? Share with your accountability partner what 
this may be, and have them hold you accountable to pursue God, trust Him and do what He is telling you to 
do.

1. Is Mankind OK?  Chapter 1 shows the immoral man, chapter 2 shows the religious man, and chapter 3 
includes all men as being under what?  (See Romans 2:9, Isaiah 53:6) 

 

2. Did my performance cause God to save me?   Romans 3:24 states men are justified 'freely" which is the 
same word used in John 15:25 to mean "without a cause".  What is the connection? See Eph 2:8-9; and 
Titus 3:5 

 

3. Who is a Jew?  What did God wanted for the Jews and us?  Romans 2:28-29.
