Titlee What Does Wisdom Say?

MEMORY VERSE: Thefear of the LORD isthe beginning of knowledge, but fools despise
wisdom and instruction. Proverbs 1:7

SERMON REFLECTIONS

1. S SePuede- In Spanish thismeans, Yes You Can.” There are things that we can do but we are convinced
that we cannot. Discipline and wisdom from God alows us to do these things. Share with the group atime
that you thought you absolutely could not do something, but God had a different plan.

2. “1 do not know what to do.” (1 Kings 3:7-9) The next time you catch yourself saying this, you should hear
an internal alarm telling you it is time to stop and pray and seek Gods wisdom. (Proverbs 2:6-9, Proverbs
3:32, Job 15:8). From whom, what, where, or how are you seeking wisdom? God's word says that if any
man lacks wisdom, let him ask God who gives liberaly. (James 1:5-6) Discuss this scripture and decide
how this applies to each one in the group.

3. God has given each of us wisdom (Proverbs4), abilities (1 Peter 4:11) and talents (Daniel 1:17). The most
effective Christian is the one that understands his or her gifts, then submits them to God for His leading.
Share with your accountability partner a situation in your life when you did not submit to God, but marched
forward in your own wisdom and strength. What was the outcome? How could have it been different?

CLOSER WALK (Romans)

1. Chapter 14 tells us that some people have weak faith. Others have strong faith. Why are we not to judge
our brother concerning their view on the matter of faith? What are you to be careful not to do towards a
brother (or sister)?

2. Chapter 15:1 warns us not to please ourselves. Do you have someone holding you accountable to pleasing
othersinstead yourself? See John 4:34, 6:38, 8:29, and Phil 2:8 What is the pattern you see?

HOMEWORK

Friend to Friend: Pray about who you should put on your friend-to-friend list, and begin the process of praying for
them. Share with your accountability partner and commit to pray for them daily. Remember, as the Friend to Friend
pamphlet says, “Look Around, Look Up, Look Out, Look Forward, and then rejoice as you look after those who
respond to Christ.”
