Title: Miracle Anatomy 
 

MEMORY VERSE:  Now to Him who is able to do exceedingly abundantly above all that we ask or think, 
according to the power that works in us. Ephesians 3:20 
 

SERMON REFLECTIONS   
 

1) What is the definition of a miracle? Listed below are three reasons for a miracle.  Please discuss: 
a. Displaying God’s power - What are some miracles in Scripture that display Gods power?  

(Mark 4:35-41) 
b. Messages or signs to us - What are some scriptural examples of miracles being signs or messages to 

us? (Luke 24) 
c. Timing - List some Scriptural stories of a miracle being perfect in its timing. (Mark 5:21-43) 

2) Matthew 14:13-21 speaks of Jesus feeding the 5000 with 5 loaves of bread and 2 fish. Read through this 
passage, and then answer the following questions : 

a. Matt. 14:14-15 - God led the people into a dilemma.  What was the dilemma?  How would you 
have solved the dilemma?  Have you ever been in a situation like this, where the situation seemed 
impossible?  What did you do?  Remember, God does not want us to survive, He wants us to 
THRIVE!!! 

b. Matt. 14:16-17 - Sometimes God will put you in the situation that you dislike the most, to force 
you to trust Him more.  What was the situation in this story?  What would you have done in this 
situation?  Have you been placed in a similar situation?  What did you do?  Remember, God wants 
us to live victoriously under His grace...no matter the situation. 

c. Matt. 14:18-21 - We have to become the boy with the bread.  Where did he come from?  Why do 
you think he was there?  Have you had a similar situation where God miraculously provided a "boy 
with bread and fish?"  Have you ever been the "boy with the bread and fish?"  Remember, no 
matter how impossible the situation seems, all God has to do is speak.

1. Read 1 Thessalonians 1:1-6.  Pay close attention to verse 3 – what is your work of faith?  Take a moment to 
read and discuss the following passages: Romans 10:17, 2 Corinthians 5:17, 1 Timothy 6:12, Hebrews 11:6     

 
2. Are you a FAITH WALKER?  What are some of your current faith issues?  In other words, what are you 

“faithing” God for?  Take some time to write out your faith dream and give it to your prayer partner today. 
 
3.  Read 1 Thess. 5:12-22.  How are you practically applying this passage in your life?  Are there specific areas in 

your life you need to take action?  Be sure to let your accountability partner know how to follow up with you.
