Title: New Beginnings - Salvation Part 4  
 

MEMORY VERSE:  Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; 
behold, all things have become new. 2 Corinthians 5:17 
 

SERMON REFLECTIONS   
 

1) In Christ, we are a new creation. What does it mean to be a new creation? (1 Cor 6:15-17, John 15:5-
8, Eph 1:3) How would you explain this to a non-believer? Why is the concept of a new creation 
important? Once you are a new creation, can it be taken away?  

2) Marriage, Christ and the Church (Ephesians 5:22-33). In the sermon, Miles spoke of "Shameless 
Oneness." What is this? How would you explain this to a non-believer? Can an unmarried couple share 
this? (Mark 10:7-8, Heb 13:4). What is the role of the wife (Eph 5:22, 24, 33, Titus 2:4, Rom 7:2-3)? 
What is the role of the husband (Eph 5:23, 29, Matt 19:3-9)? The relationship between believing 
husbands and wives illustrates that which exists between Christ (The Bridegroom) and the Church (His 
Bride) (Eph 5:29-32, Matt 25:1-13, Rev 19:7-8; 21:2) 

3) This weekend, San Diego was host to the annual gay pride festival. What does the Bible say about 
homosexuality? (Romans 1:26-27, Genesis 19, Judges 19, Mt 15:19, Acts 15:29, Romans 1:24, 1 
Corinthians 5, Eph 5:3, Jude 1:6-8, Rev 21:8) We believe in the Bible, and the Bible is clear that 
homosexuality is a sin, sexual immorality. Like any other sin, the blood of Jesus and repentance can 
cleanse and restore. If you are dealing with this sin, or have questions, please let your Facilitator or 
Regional Pastor know. 

4) Last week we asked, "Is there someone in your life that God has put on your heart to share Jesus with?" 
You were to spend some time with your accountability partner, and pray about how and when to share 
with that person. Who did you give an Audio Adrenaline Flyer to? What happened? Be specific.
