As Jesus was preparing to leave earth, he gathered His disciples and commanded them to make
disciples of al nations. Thisisthe Great Commission, the mission statement of all churchesin one form
or another. We are all in the business of making disciples, but often, when we think about those words,
we fail to read or think about the surrounding verses. In these verses, Jesus provides motivation and
encouragement to His followers by telling them that all power had been given to Him and though He
was leaving, He would be with them always.
