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In these past two sermons, Pastor Miles has talked about Jesus humanity and empowerment by
the Holy Spirit. Although Jesus was fully God, he voluntarily surrendered his divine privileges
while on earth and needed the Holy Spirit’'s empowerment to do the miracles, signs and
wonders that he performed. The heart of Jesus’ mission was to “seek and save the lost” (Luke
19:10), so all that he did, including his teaching, miracles, his death and resurrection, all
contributed to that mission.
