*  Why s it important for a Christian to know & understand the will of God?

*  Why is wisdom and spiritual understanding important to a Christian?
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* What does it mean to bear fruit in every good work? How does bearing fruit relate to
pleasing God?

* Inverse 13, what does it mean to be transferred (or conveyed) into the kingdom of his
beloved Son?

* How does this passage encourage you in your walk with the Lord?

PUTIT INTO PRACTICE

* We all know someone who is not saved or who is caught in bondage that prevents them
from living an abundant and righteous life. Share with the group or privately write down
your prayer-vision of what that person’s life would look like if they were following Christ
and living in principles of the Kingdom of Heaven.

* Throughout this next week, reflect on and memorize 2 Timothy 1:7. If a spirit of fear
overtakes you at any time during the week, rebuke it and embrace the truth that God has
given you a spirit of power, love and a sound mind. Ask the Lord to give you boldness in
following him and sharing Christ with others this week.
