SEVEN ATTRIBUTES OF GOD

1. FORGIVER OF SINS (vs. 5) — Only God can forgive sin
e Mark 2:7 “... Who can forgive sins but God alone?"
e Only can forgive sin because sin is committed against
law.

o John 5:22 “For the Father judges no one, but has committed all
Judgment to the Son”

e Luke 7:48 He told the prostitute; "Your sins are forgiven.”

e John 8:11 He told the adulteress; ... "Neither do I condemn you, go
and sin no more."

2. OMNISCIENT OR

Omniscient

e He knows our thoughts - Mark 2:8 “But immediately, when Jesus
perceived in His spirit that they reasoned thus within themselves...”

o He searches and changes hearts - Ps 139:23-24" Search me, O God,
and know my heart; Try me, and know my anxieties; And see if there is
any wicked way in me, And lead me in the way everlasting. ¢

e He opens minds - Luke 24:45 “And He opened their understanding,
that they might comprehend the Scriptures.”

3. OMNIPOTENT OR ALL POWERFUL (vs. 10) - Only God is Almighty
o Luke 18:27 But He said, "The things that are impossible with people
are possible with God."
o  Mark 9:23 "If You can? All things are possible to him who believes."

Jesus’ Almighty power displayed in His ability to Alter the weather,
Cast out demons, Forgive Sin, Raise the dead.

4. OMNIPRESENT OR ALL PRESENT - Only God is Omnipresent
