» Formed — God determined your physical
makeup.

» Sanctified — God determined your relationship with the
world.

» Ordained — God determined your spiritual mission .

e Baby John leaped in the womb in the presence of baby Jesus.
v. 39-41

e We need to fight God’s battles with God’ s power provided by
God' s Spirit. Zech 4:6

THE ANGEL GABRIEL PROCLAIMED JOHN’S
PURPOSE V. 16-17

Mark 1:1-8 The beginning of the gospel of Jesus Christ, the Son of God.
Asit iswritten in the Prophets:
"Behold, | send My messenger before Your face,
Who will prepare Your way before You."
"The voice of one crying in the wilderness:
'Prepar e the way of the LORD;
Make His paths straight.' "

2 Cor 5:18-19 Now all things are of God, who has reconciled us to
Himself through Jesus Christ, and has given us the ministry of
reconciliation , that is, that God was in Christ
reconciling the world to Himself, not imputing their
trespasses to them, and has committed to us the word of reconciliation.
