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The bible tells us to above all things to get wisdom. It is with wisdom we can make all the right decision 
to bring about the results God desires for us. It was David Wisdom that Saul feared the most. This 
message will illustrate the several ways in which wisdom established David as a strong leader.

Wisdom – the correct use of knowledge 
The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom Proverbs 1:7 
Proverbs  - Get wisdom
