5. Ask for feedback.

Zephaniah 3:17 The Lord your God in your midst, The Mighty One, will save; He will

Declaration: God delights in you and He is pleased with you!

Deuteronomy 31:6 Be strong and of good courage, do not fear nor be afraid of them; 

for the Lord your God, He is the One who goes with you. He will not leave you nor 

forsake you.

Declaration: You are not alone. God is always with you.

Isaiah 40:31 But those who wait on the Lord. Shall renew their strength; They shall mount 

up with wings like eagles, They shall run and not be weary, They shall walk and not faint.

Declaration: God is giving you renewal and refreshment. You are strong and will be 

strengthened even more by the Lord.

Isaiah 41:13 For I, the Lord your God, will hold your right hand, Saying to you, ‘Fear 

not, I will help you.’

Declaration: God is helping you and is very near to you.

Luke 12:7 But the very hairs of your head are all numbered. Do not fear therefore; you 

are of more value than many sparrows. 

Declaration: You are valued and treasured by God!
