DECLARE: | know that there are negative comments being made about me by the
devil. Accusations of deceit and pride, lust and arrogance.
| know that there is an opportunity of adopting these comments myself.

| know that Satan is a liar and destroyer.

LISTEN: “He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says” Revelation 2:7
What is the Spirit saying?

ASK: | reject the thoughts and fear that Satan is trying to paralyze me with.
| know that you love me, believe in me, have great plans for me. Please reveal those to me.

Replace my self criticism with your encouraging, advocating perspective.

4. Join the conversation that Jesus and the Father are having about you. 1 John 2:1

DECLARE: Even though Satan is accusing me, | also know that Jesus is advocating for me.
| know that when the Father sees me, He sees Jesus. He sees me as righteous.

Jesus, | know that you are presenting me as holy to the Father

| believe that | have the righteousness of the Father.

| know that the plans God has for me are good, to give me a future and hope.

LISTEN: “He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says” Revelation 2:7
What is the Spirit saying?

ASK: Replace my self-criticism with the your encouraging, advocating perspective.

Reveal to me the words and prayers You, as my advocate, make on my behalf, so that |
may pray those same prayers for myself.
