TABERNACLE
PRAYER

Since the beginning, God always wanted to be with us. In the Old
Testament, God told Moses to build a place called the Tabernacle. The
Tabernacle is where God lived here on earth, where He would meet His
people, and where they could worship Him. As the people entered the
Tabernacle, they followed God’s instructions by passing through seven
stations to experience His presence. Today, even though we no longer
need the physical Tabernacle to meet with God, these same steps can
help us connect with Him. Each station of the Tabernacle can be used to
guide our prayers.

The next step in the Tabernacle was a bowl! of water where
people were reminded of their need to be washed clean of their
sins and forgiven by God. Unfortunately, all of us sin. But it’s an
important part of our daily prayer to surrender our lives to God
by giving Him control over all areas in our life. With His help, we
can make the right decisions and follow God’s plan for our lives.




So then, my friends, because of God'’s great mercy to us | appeal
to you: Offer yourselves as a living sacrifice to God, dedicated to

His service and pleasing to Him. This is the true worship that you
should offer.

(Romans 12:1 GNT)

Unfortunately, sometimes we do what we want instead of
what God wants. We all fall short of God’s standard, and we
all struggle with sin. Because of what Jesus did on the cross,
we can confess and tell Him our sins, receiving complete
forgiveness and a fresh start. While you pray, be humble and
turn away from your sins and allow God to wash you clean
and renew you. Then, surrender your life to Him. Give your will
and thoughts to God and allow Him to help you make the right
decisions.

“God, | confess my sins to You and turn away from them (tell
God any sin you know is in your life. Ask Him to show you any
other areas that need to change).

Worship

A small altar of burning incense stood at the entrance to the
Holy of Holies, where God’s presence lived. The people of God
worshipped His Names as they entered into His presence. (In
the Bible there are many names

that show us what God has done for us.) This altar represents
worship and how much God loves it when

we worship Him.




The name of the LORD is a strong tower; the righteous run to it
and are safe. (Proverbs 18:10 NKJV)

Thank God for wanting to be with you. When you pray, consider
these names that the Bible gives us to describe who God is.

My Righteousness - Jeremiah 23:6 — God is righteous,

and when you accept Jesus into your heart you will become
righteous. It means that He paid the price for your sin so that
you have right standing with God.

My Sanctifier - Leviticus 20:7-8 — God continually works in you
to change you so you can become more like Jesus. God sets
you apart and makes you holy.

My Healer - Exodus 15:26 — Jesus can comfort and heal you
when you are not feeling well. God can heal your mind, your
body, and your spirit.

My Provider — Genesis 22:14 — God will provide for you. Be
hopeful and confident that God will do great things for you. This

does not mean He gives you what you want, but what you need.

My Banner of Victory — Exodus 17:15 - A banner, like a flag,
is lifted high to celebrate, and we find victory in what Jesus
has done for us on the cross. He is always faithful. My Peace
- Judges 6:24 - Trust God; He will give you peace in every
situation.

My Shepherd - Psalm 23:1 - Just like a shepherd caring for
his sheep, God will lead you, provide for you, and care for your
needs. He is always there for you and will never leave you.

Prayer:

“Thank You, God, for wanting to be with me. Thank You for Your
presence. | know that You are here with me. | worship You and
You alone. | know, God, that You are: my Righteousness, my
Sanctifier, my Healer, my Provider, my Banner of Victory, my
Peace, and my Shepherd.

| urge you, first of all, to pray for all people. Ask God to help them;
intercede on their behalf, and give thanks for them. Pray this way

for kings and all who are in authority so that we can live peaceful

and quiet lives marked by godliness and dignity. This is good and

When you ask, you do not receive, because you ask with wrong
motives, that you may spend what you get on your pleasures.”
How cool is that? God wants to bless us, but He is often waiting
for us to ask with the right heart and attitude. He wants to see
that we don’t just keep His blessings to ourselves but use them
to bless others. We have a really big God, and we can be bold
and hopeful in asking for His gifts and blessings. In the Bible,
James says that God sees our heart and knows exactly what we
need, but He wants to hear it from us. We get God’s attention
when we ask Him for blessings to help others.

Ask God for His blessing. Recognize that you need Him to give
you more than you need so that you can be a blessing to others
and show them the great love of Jesus.

Prayer:

“Father God, | know You care for me and You give me what |
need. | don’t want to be selfish in asking for things—give me
more so that | can be generous and share Your blessings with
others. Jesus, | want to be a blessing so that | can help lead
others to You.”



© INFLUENCE

“Enlarge my territory...” (1 Chronicles 4:10)
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Next, Jabez asks for more influence. Jabez prayed that God
would help make his territory bigger so that he could share
God'’s blessings with more people. He wanted to be more
successful in life so that he would have more opportunities

to tell others about God and bring glory to Him. When God
blesses us and gives us more, we also ask for more opportunity
to influence the world around us for Jesus. God has the power
to bless us greatly, and He also has the power to give us more
ways to make a difference.

Pray for more influence. Pray that you will get to know more
people that you can share God’s love and
blessings with.

Prayer:

“God, make me a better friend, a better classmate, and a better
leader. Show me more ways that | can reach more people and
show them who You are and how much You love them. Help me
to take good care of the things You have given me, and help me
make a difference in the lives of more people.”



® PRESENCE

“Let Your hand be with me...” (1 Chronicles 4:10)
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In order to reach more people, we need God’s presence. God
gives us power through the Holy Spirit to help us do more
than we could ever ask or imagine (Ephesians 3:20). When we
ask for blessing and influence, we also need to ask for God’s
presence to help us, so that we will not try to only do things in
our strength. Jabez knew that he could not be successful by
himself. He wanted God to put His hand on him to help him
make good decisions.

Trust and depend on God—ask for more of Him in your life
today. Be humble and admit that you can’t do things alone,
that you need God to be with you and to help you.

Prayer:

“Lord, | know that without You, | am nothing. | can’t do what
You’ve called me to do on my own. | need Your hand and | need
You to be with me. | trust and depend on You completely. Help
me, Lord. Thank You for giving me the power of Your Holy Spirit.
The same power that raised Jesus from the dead now lives in
me. Through the power of Your Spirit, | pray that You will help
me succeed and do better in the things You have given me.
Thank You for always being with me and keeping me safe.”



O PROTECTION

"Keep me from harm...” (1 Chronicles 4:10)
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Finally, Jabez asks the Lord to protect him. He asks God to
keep him safe so that he would be free from pain. If we are
making a difference in the lives of others, we must understand
that the devil will try to stop us. We can ask God to protect us,
even before the enemy attacks. We do not need to be afraid—
Jesus has already won the victory by what He did for us on the
cross! We have nothing to fear because God promises to be
with us and to protect us.

Trust God to protect you. Place your hopes in Him. Tell Him
specific areas where you need His protection. Maybe it’s at
school, at home, or somewhere else. Ask Him to keep you from
any harm in the future that you can’t see yet.

Prayer:

“God, as | do the things you want me to do, | pray that You will
stop every attack against me. Please keep me safe and protect
my body, my mind, and my emotions. | pray that You will keep
me from any hurt, harm, or danger. | also pray that You will
protect my family and my friends. Jesus, | know that You love
me and are watching over me. | know that | have nothing to fear
because You already won the victory! Thank you for protecting
me. | love You, and | trust You.”

A - ACKNOWLEDGE AND
ADORE GOD

SCRIPTURE:

I will exalt you, my God the King; | will praise Your name forever and
ever. (Psalm 145:1)

ADMIRE - Tell God why He’s awesome, fabulous, super-duper,
etc. You can even go through the alphabet and say one word that
describes God for each letter! For example: A - God, You’re AWE-
SOME! B - Jesus, You’re my BEST FRIEND. C - Holy Spirit, You
COMFORT me. Need some help? Ask a grown-up who loves God
to show you what the Bible says about Him, and thank Him for
being those things. The Bible is FULL of words that describe God.

PRAYER:

“God, thank You for my mom because she takes such good care of
me. Thank you for my teacher because he is so patient. Thanks for
my friends because we have so much fun together! God, thank You
for my house because it's where | feel safe. Thanks so much for my
school because the people there work so hard to help my friends
and me. Thank You for the fun times | have with my family and for
bringing us to a great church. ”

W - WAIT QUIETLY BEFORE GOD

SCRIPTURE:

| wait for the Lord, my whole being waits, and in His word | put my
hope. (Psalm 130:5)

WAIT - Sit quietly and listen because God is talking to you about
Himself, you, and others. He’ll always tell you things that help you
love better. What did you hear Him say? Write down what He tells
you.
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C - CONFESS YOUR SIN AND
IDENTITY

SCRIPTURE:

If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and
the truth is not in us. If we confess our sins, He is faithful
and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from

all unrighteousness. (1 John 1:9)

CONFESS - To “confess” means to speak the truth. Ask God to help
you see things the way He sees them, and agree with Him. For ex-
ample: Sin separates us from God, but He wants to be close with us;
so ask Him to help you see your sin, and then ask for His forgiveness.
He’ll do it because God forgives! Another example: God says only true
things about Himself, you, and others. Read what the Bible says, or
ask Him for a truth, and say it out loud. For added fun and volume,
shout them out or cup your hands around your mouth, like a mega-
phone!

PRAYER:

Thank You, God, that You forgive us. | don’t want to hide from you. | agree
that | sinned and need your help to do the right thing. God, sorry for not
doing things | know that | should have done. Sometimes I’'m in a hurry or
lazy or just don’t want to do what’s right. Help me choose to serve and
obey out of love. Please forgive me for using unkind words and when |
use an ugly tone or voice. Help my words to encourage others and not
tear them down.

Once you have confessed your sins, confess (speak the truth about)
your identity in Him.
PRAYER:

| am awesome, | am smart, | am kind, | am important, | obey. What other
kind words do you hear God telling you about yourself? Write them down
and say them out loud every day!
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| - INTERCEDE FOR OTHERS

SCRIPTURE:

Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, being
watchful to this end with all perseverance and supplication for all the
saints. (Ephesians 6:18)

INTERCEDE - Ask God to help others. Maybe it’s a particular per-
son, your enemies, friends, etc. Who needs help in your family, in
your neighborhood, in your school, or in the world?

Example: Pray for leaders both locally and nationally. Ask God to
bless those in power and guide them as they make important deci-
sions. Praying for peace and unity in our world.

PRAYER:

God, please heal my mom from sickness. Help her to feel better. Help
the kids who are not nice at school to have a happy heart and use
kindness instead of words or actions that hurt others. | pray that peo-
ple who don’t know You will come to know you and love You.

God, give our leaders the wisdom to lead our country. Bring other
men and women who love God around them. | pray for protection for
our local officials, police, and firefighters. | pray they would all make
God important in their lives. Bring peace, protection, and justice all
over the world.

“Father God, the Bible says Your will is that everyone would repent
(turn back toward you) and receive salvation (2 Peter 3:9). Therefore, |
come to You in the name of Jesus, on behalf of (state the name of the
person you are interceding for), asking that (he/she) would be born
again. I align my will with Yours. And | acknowledge what Your word
says: “Rescue those being led away to death; hold back those stag-
gering toward slaughter” (Proverbs 24:11). Therefore, | ask You to use
me in this process as an instrument of Your love so (he/she) would
come to know You as Lord and Savior.



P - PETITION FOR YOURSELF

SCRIPTURE:

“Now this is the confidence that we have in Him, that if we ask any-
thing according to His will, He hears us. (1 John 5:14)

PETITION - Ask God to help you. What do you need help with?
Example: Try praying an adverb: Please help me to willingly and
slowly do my school work and chores with a joyful heart.

Jesus taught His disciples to pray for God’s kingdom to come
and His will to be done on earth as it is in heaven. Since the will
of God is shown through His word, start by praying and con-
fessing the Scriptures over your life and situation.

PRAYER:

Father, You know what | need before | open my mouth (Matthew
6:8). Your will for me is to prioritize seeking Your kingdom, and Your
righteousness. Which means to put You first and do the things You
want me to do. And if | do so, all of my needs will be met (Matthew
6:33). Therefore, | pray that | will always come to You first and try
my best to obey. Please teach me how to honor and obey You, my
parents, and leaders. | want to do the right thing. Help me to have
Joy, peace, and love for myself and others.

A - ACKNOWLEDGE AND
ADORE GOD

SCRIPTURE:

| will praise You, O Lord my God, with all my heart, And I will glorify
Your name forevermore. (Psalm 86:12)

PRAYER:

“My Lord, my God, and my King, | love You with all my
heart! | worship You for who You are (tell God who/what He
is to you: your Father, Redeemer, holy, faithful, trustworthy,
ete.). | praise You for all You’ve done, for what You are do-
ing, and for what You are going to do! I will give you praise
forever. In Jesus’ name, amen!”
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
